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“tA) The Respondents Zonal Officer, E.E., AE are the officials of Greater Chennai

Corporation occupying most important and powerful positions in Zane X1V of
the Greater Chennai Corporation,having their legitimate duties to discharge
all their activities for the welfare of the Public and to protect the interest of the
Greater Chennai Corporation at all circumstances.

But the Respondents were colluded with private persons and Respondent
Tahsildar, Sholinganallur Tk., Chennai abrogated the 30 feet Ram MNagar
South 6" Cross Street at the Northern End connecting the 30 feet Ram
Magar 4" Main Road on the Western side and the 20 feet Ram Magar 4"
Main Road on the Eastern side and thereby committed offence under
Sections 201, 409, 465, 468 and 471 of the IPC read with Section7, 13(2)
read with 13(1)(d) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988, securing unlawful
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anrichment over several crores (as under Section 2(4) of the Tamil Nadu
Local Bodies Ombudsman Act 2014).

The E.E.. GCC, Zone-XIV has filed a factual report based on the false
Report of Tahsildar, Sholinganallur, without application of mind that the issue
raised by the Petitioner is NOT relating to "Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar” but
relating to Ram Magar South 6" Cross Street,

it is admittedly an approved Layout and the Ram Nagar, South 68" Cross
Street is “not a dead end” and connected at the Northern end with the 4"
Main Road, on the eastern and Western side, according to the Factual
Report submitted by the Executive Engineer before the High Court, Madras
in W.P.No.17970 of 2018 dated 10.07.2019.

Hence, the Respondent Zonal Officer X1V, GCC, is also held responsible *for
filing a false report” before the Court and thereby derelicted in his duties and
protected ie. Respondents of XIV Zone, GCC with a malafide intention
apparently for extraneous considerations.

The Vigilance Officer of the Greater Chennal Corporation, though not directly
involved in this transaction but falled to act upon the Petitions submitted to
him directly and thereby the Vigilance Officer of the Greater Chennai
Corporation has personally benefitted presumably protecting the Accused
Officers, in an unfair manner.

The Tahsildar, Sholinganallur Taluk, Chennai District have deliberately
issued a misleading report to the Zone XIV of GCC as reguested by them,
which is a part of their conspiracy, suppressing the fact regarding the
encroachment made by the private party on the Road leading to the Ram
Magar South 6" Cross Street from the Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar 24 Feet
Road.

But the Tahsildar, Sholinganallur has specifically mentioned In his earlier
report dated 06.02.2020, which is simply repeated in the report furnished by
the Tahsildar, Sholinganallur dated 15.07.2022 knowing pretty well that the
issue is not relating to Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar 24 feet main road, which is
connected on the Northern end with 80 feet Bazaar Road but relating to the
sanctioned Road on the Southern side with the 20 feet Ram Nagar 4™ Main
Road and 30 feet Ram Nagar 6" Cross Street on the Western side, which is
the approach Road for Plots 8 and 9 of Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar.

The Tahsildar, Sholinganallur Taluk, in connivance with the other
Respondents and the Private party has deliberately suppressed the fact that
the connecting Road on the Southern side namely the Ram Nagar South 20
feet 4™ Main Road and the Ram Nagar South 30 feet 6" Cross Street on the
\Western side both “are missing” and that has been encroached by the plot
owners of Plot No.7, 8 and 9 of Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar.
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{1y This fact has been suppressed in the report submitted both by the
Thiru. A. Prabhakaran, Tahsildar and also Thiru. S. Arun, Tahsildar Even
though this matter has been brought to the knowledge of the Chennai
District Collector and the Chennai District Collector has directed the
Tahsildar to verify the fact and sent a report to the Petitioner. But the
Tahsildar and the Assistant Engineer of Zone XIV have never called upon
the Petitioner or her Counsel during the inspection which clearly proves ths
malafide intention and the conspiracy with the Zone XIV of GCC apparently
for huge extraneous considerations.

(J) The Tahsildar, Sholinganallur officials Zone XIV of GCC have facilitated the
in this matter by giving a vague report and thereby cheated the Madras High
Court stating that as if there is no encroachment on the land in 8 No99
Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar without making any reference with regard to the
Ram MNagar South 8" Cross Street or the Ram Magar South 4™ Main Road,
inspite of the fact that the approved plan of the Chennai Metropolitan
Development Authority issued to the approved layout of Muthamizh Vidhya
Magar clearly shows that there is a Road on the Southern side of Muthamizh
Vidhya Nagar running from Ram Nagar 6" Cross Strest horizentally
connected the 24 feet Muthamizh Vidhya MNagar Road and the most
important fact they deliberately failed to consider is that for Plot No.B and 9 of
Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar approach is the Ram Nagar South 30 feet 8" Cross
Street only as per the CMDA approved Layout,

{K) The Tahsildar, Sholinganallur having colluded with other officials of Zone XIV
of GCC and the Private Party, have not even verified the documents of the
Plot owners 7, 8, 8 of Muthamizh Vidhya Nagar, which proves their culpability
beyond doubts.

Hence all these officials conspired together and acted illegally for unlawful enrnichement
and therefore the Tamil Nadu Local Bodies Ombudsman shall initiate appropriate
proceedings against all these officials both belongs to Greater Chennai Corporation and the
Government Revenue Department for permitting a private party to abrogate the Corporation
Public Road worth about Rs.7 Crores, purely for their personal benefits, which s
impermissible both under the Tamil Madu Government Servants Conduct Rules and also the
Chennai Corporation Servants Conduct Rules, 1968, contrary to the Records available in the
file and also produced by the Petitioner and thereby they are punishable under Section 201,
408, 465, 467, 468, 471 of IPC read with Section 7, 13 (2) read with 13{1)({d) of Prevention of
Corruption Act, 1988 and has requested this Forum.

(1) To file an FIR against the above erred officials to punish under the IPC and
also under the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988,

{2) To retrieve the missing Road of Ram Nagar South Cross Street on the
: Morthern and connecting the Ram Nagar 4™ Main Road both on the Eastern
side and also on the Western side, from the clutches of the Respondents and

the third parties.
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i3} Al the Accused Officers are to be dealt with under Sections 201, 409, 485,
467, 468, 471 of IPC for committing the criminal offence, cheating the Court
and thereby personally benefitted to tune of several Crores.

{4} The Accused Officers should be punished by prosecuting them under the
provisions of the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 since all the above
Corporation and Government employees having nexus with a private party
and thereby illegally gifted the Public Road worth about 7 Crores and also
deliberately filing a false statement before the Hon'ble High Court, Madras,
by creating a vague and misleading report in collusion with the Tahsildar,
Sholinganallur knowing pretty well that the Layout is approved by the CMDA
and the approved layout copy is very well available with the Zonal Officer,
Zone XV of Greater Chennai Corporation and alsg furnished by the
Petitioner to the Respondents while submitting the representations.
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{b) any matter in respect of which an enquiry has been ordered under the the
commission of Ingquiries Act 1952 or any matter pending before a court.
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
