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“ 7 1t is seen from the counter filed by the respondents 4 and 5, that the subject
property, a part of a larger extent of 18 Acres comprised in S.No.12/4, 21/1, 21/2 and
21/3 originally belonged to one Ramachandra lyer. The petitioner's wife claims to be
the adopted child of the said Ramachandra lyer. The above mentioned property was
mortgaged by Ramachandra lyer with Punjab National Bank in the year 1965, and as
Ramachandra lyer defaulted in repayment of the loan, the bank officials filed a suit
against Ramachandra lyer in O.S.No.40 of 1965 before the Sub-Court, Chengalpattu.
The said suit was decreed ex-parte against the legal heirs of Ramachandra lyer
i e Mrs.Ananthalakshmi Ammal, his wife and others. To execute the decree, the bank
officials filed Execution Proceedings in E.P.N0.46 of 1989 before the Sub-Court,
Poonamallee.
