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“| am a retired school teacher and my father Thiru C.R. Ramachandran is
the absolute owner of a property situated at Hasthinapuram Village, Chromepet
to an extent of 18.12 Acres vide document No.2950 of 1947 registered in the
Sub Registrar office at Pallavaram. After death of my father, my mother
Mrs.Ananthalakshmi Ammal managed the property. The property was sub-
divided as plots each measuring accordingly of various extent by my father who
was the promoter of the layout. My father was a director in The Indo Commercial
Bank which later merged with the Pubjab National Bank. My father had an
overdraft account with the Indo Commercial Bank which was secured by
equitable mortgage by deposit of the title deeds of the said property. My father
passed away on 25.06.1964 intestate leaving my mother Mrs.Ananthalakshmi
and my sister Neelauthakshi. My sister was a special child and passed away on
06.06.1986 as spinster. | was adopted by my parents in childhood as my sister
was a special child. My biological father is Thiru S.M. Sreenivasan who is brother
of my adopted parents. We all were living at No.12, Temple Avenue, Srinagar
Colony, Saidapet, Chennai-15 as a joint family and | still reside at the same

address. My mother passed away on 21.07.1992 leaving me as the sale inheritor
of the property. | was made to fight a legal battle with the trespassers of the
property. The urban land tax authorities filed a claim where | had to fight out the
dispute by filing a writ petition before the Tamil Nadu Land Reforms special
Appellate Tribunal W.P. No.15466/91. For recovering my property, | have filed a
writ petition in W.P. No0.10436 of 2019, at Plot No.50, Agananuru Street,
Hasthinapurm, Chennai-600 064 which is in the utility of Palavaram Municipality
and is one among the properties described in this petition.

| have filed in W.P. No0.9501/2023 before the Hon’ble High Court of
Madras and the same was ordered wherein a similar problem for a construction
of an illegal church building that was constructed in my ancestral property in the
same vicinity and to take in protection from any coercive steps by the authority
for the construction of the illegal building. | had filed in a writ petition and the
same was ordered for initiation of action in accordance with law on the
construction of the illegal religious building.

Immediately after the order of the Hon’ble High Court in the writ petition
WP.9501/2023 dated 28.3.2023 for initiation of action on the church building,
some person being annoyed by the order has filed in a complaint against the
construction of the Mariamman Temple in the schedule property and there was
enquiry by the CMDA and Tambaram Corporation authority on the illegal
construction of the Temple in the schedule premises. Based on various
complaints and representations given to all the authority, the illegal construction
has been under investigation of the revenue authority and local authority. The
official of respondent office has been insisting me of criminal prosecution and
charges for the offensive act committed by some other stranger. None of the
illegal acts that are committed in the schedule premises or the act of conducting
the ceremonies in the temple taking public money are related to me in any
manner as | am not involved in any of the offensive acts and | am not responsible
and related to any of the functions that are carried out in the schedule premises.

In my complaint, against the illegal constructed Muthu Mariamman Temple
at No.53, Rajendra Prasad Road, Anna nagar, Hasthinapuram, Chromepet,
Chennai-65. The temple and shops in the schedule premises had been
constructed in an illegal manner without proper plan approval and sanction from
the appropriate authority and it is illegal to collect money from the public without
proper sanction. When the official approached for clarification | affirmed to the
official that the land in which the temple is constructed belongs to me and the
temple was not constructed by me, the officials denied my summation and
demanded that | will be held responsible for any problem that may arise as none
in the area claim any right over the temple.

Therefore, | pray that the Hon’ble Ombudsman to issue a direction to the
Tambaram Municipal Corporation to initiate action and to lock and seal the
premises and to dispose of the representation dated 01.06.2023 and
10.11.2023 and demolish the Temple constructed without proper plan and
sanction by some stranger in contra to the Town and Country Planning Act and
not as per the Tamil Nadu Combined Building Rule and consequently stop all
proceedings in prosecuting the petitioner under the Town and Country Planning
Act or District Municipality Act or any other act and further pray in to pass such
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further or other order or orders as this Hon’ble Court may deem fit and proper in
the circumstances of the case and thereby render justice.

Schedule — A of the Property

Sri Muthu Mariamman Temple situated at No.53 Rajendra Prasad Road,
Anna nagar, Hasthinapuram village of Pallavaram Taluk of Chengalpet District in
Chromepet, Chennai-64, Block-46, Ward-F, T.S. No.14 in Survey Number 21/1
which is to an extent of 3.66 Ares.
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W.P No. 10647 of 2019 Dated 17.3.2022:

6. As rightly contended by R2, since the question of title as well as possession
would involve a determination of facts, it is appropriate that the matter be left to
R1 to take a decision after hearing the petitioner and consideration of all/any documents
that she might produce in person.
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7. A restricted Mandamus is issued directing R1 to hear the petitioner, consider
her requests made under legal notice dated 22.07.2017 and letter dated 25.09.2017
consider the documents, if any, submitted by her and pass a speaking order in regard to
her claim, within a period of eight weeks from today.”

W.P.N0.12024 of 2022 and WMP No.11442 of 2022 dated 6.5.2022

2. According to the petitioner, Anna Nagar Kudisai Vazhvor Nala Urimai Sangam

was formed by 300 residents of Anna Nagar, Hastinapuram Village, Chennai 44 in the
year 1969, who are occupants of the lands measuring an extent of 18 acres comprised
in Survey No.12/4,21/1, 21/2 and 21/3. This land originally belonged to one
Ramachandra lyer and the third respondent herein claims herself to be the adopted
daughter of the said Ramachandra lyer. The aforesaid lands were mortgaged by Mr.
Ramachandra lyer with Punjab National Bank during the year 1965, but committed
default in repayment. Therefore, the Bank has filed OS No0.40 of 1965 before the Sub
Court, Chengalpet against the said Ramachandra lyer and the said suit was decreed
exparte against the legal heirs of Ramchandra lyer viz. Mrs.Ananthalakshmi Ammal, his
wife and others. To execute the decree, the Bank has filed EP No.46 of 1989 before the
Sub Court, Poonamallee in which the Petitioner association was impleaded as third
respondent. During the execution proceedings, a settlement was arrived and based on
the compromise, the legal heir of Ramachandra lyer, viz, Mrs. Anathalakshmi Ammal
executed a registered Power of Attorney in favour of the petitioner association
represented by its then President. Based on the power of attorney deed, 108 sale
deeds were executed in favour of the third parties, who are members of the petitioners
association and they occupied their respective lands. The association also earmarked
and occupied a land measuring 2852 sq.ft in Agananooru Street, Hathinsapuram Village
and constructed a building for the purpose of running the association. The Association
also gifted some portion of the lands to the 1% respondent for the purpose of
constructing social welfare hall and water tank. In any event, since 1989, the property
measuring 2852 sq.ft has been in exclusive possession and enjoyment of the
association.

3. While so, the 3™ respondent attempted to grab the property by creating forged
documents and therefore criminal complaints were filed against her and they are
pending before the learned Judicial Magistrate, Tambaram. Notwithstanding the same,
the third respondent filed W.P.No.10647 of 2019 before this court seeking a direction to
1% respondent to handover physical possession of the property to her which is in
occupation of the petitioner association. However, the third respondent did not implead
the petitioner association as a party to W.P.No.10647 of 2019. The writ petition was
filed by the third respondent by suppressing material facts. The said writ petition was
disposed of this court, directing the 1°' respondent to consider and pass orders on her
claim, after considering the documents submitted by her.

4. It is the grievance of the petitioner association that they are in possession and
enjoyment of the property for three decades and the 3" respondent with an intention to
grab the property, approached this court without impleading the petitioner association
and obtained an order from this court. It is its further grievance that the first respondent,
in order to comply with the direction issued by this Court, is likely to conduct an enquiry
without hearing the petitioner association and in such an event, the petitioner
association will be put to irreparable loss and hardship, hence the writ petition.
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5. The learned counsel appearing for the petitioner submitted that the 3™
respondent, without filing civil suit for recovery of possession, has filed writ petition in
W.P No. 10647 of 2019, that too, without impleading the petitioner association as a
party. Based on the order dated 17.03.2022, in WP No. 10647 of 2019 filed by the third
respondent, the first respondent is likely to conduct an enquiry in respect of the property
which is in occupation of the petitioner. The learned counsel for the petitioner therefore
submitted that the first respondent may be directed to hear the petitioner association, so
as to enable them to place all the facts supported by documents relating to the title of
the property, while conducting an enquiry.

6. On the above contentions of the learned counsel for the petitioner, this Court
heard the learned Government Advocate for the respondents 1 and 2 and perused the
materials available on record.

“7 Considering the above facts and circumstances of the case and having regard
to the submissions made on either side, this court directs the first respondent to hear
the petitioner association, while conducting enquiry as per the order dated 17.03.2022
passed by this Court in W.P No.10647 of 2019, filed by the third respondent, with regard
to title as well as the possession of the property in question, complete the same on
merits and in accordance with law, within a period of four weeks from the date of receipt
of a copy of this order.”
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
